The Glanmire U14A team’s reward for making it to the season-ending U14A tournament was a clash against table-toppers Brunell, who had already inflicted three defeats on the Glanmire girls this season. A team consisting of L. Mullins, L. Wilkinson, A. McCarthy, E. Delea, L. Wyse and then T. Barrett battled well in the opening quarter and while showing good defensive qualities, found scores to be difficult to come by. Indeed, a three-pointer from Barrett was the team’s only reward as Brunell pulled ahead by 7 (3-10). The same players, in addition to S. Fahy, were in action in the second quarter and pulled it back to 6-12 through scores from L. Wilkinson. However, every time they seemed to be reeling the opposition in, Brunell upped the tempo and, despite additional scores from Wyse and Wilkinson, Glanmire found themselves behind by 13 at half-time (10-23).
A. McCarthy, L. Wyse, T. Barrett, L. Wilkinson and L. Mullins started the third quarter and began to make serious in-roads into the Brunell lead. Four points from L. However, this was as close as the team was to get as tiredness began to set in and, despite one more three-pointer from Barrett and some great fighting from E. O’Mahony in the final minutes, Brunell pulled away to a 12 point win (30-42).

The Glanmire U13 team was hoping to wrap up what has been a great season by taking the Top 4 title at the Parochial Hall. In order to do this the girls were going to have to overcome Wildcats, who had scored a remarkable last-second basket to beat Ballincollig in the second semi-final. Glanmire started with L. Wyse, S. Kenny, E. O’Mahony, H. Herlihy and S. Fahy who tore into the opposition, with some great interceptions and breaks from H. Herlihy having a great impact. L. Approximately 12 months had passed since this Glanmire team were given perhaps their toughest basketball lesson when badly beaten by Meteors
in the pool stage of the previous version of this All Ireland invitational tournament. The outcome of this game was thus going to be an excellent indicator of the degree to which the side has developed in the intervening period. It was immediately apparent that the side was not going to be bullied to the same extent as it had on that previous occasion as A. O’Lehane, S. Fahy, S. Kenny, H. Herlihy and L. Wyse grabbed a 5-4 first quarter lead with scores coming from Fahy (3) and Kenny (2). Despite expectations of a Meteors backlash, L. Mullins, R. Cotter, L. Bridgewater, T. Barrett and L. Glanmire U13s responded to the disappointment of losing the Championship final last weekend by putting on a number of devastating displays this week. On Tuesday they won all of their encounters against school opposition in a mid-term blitz and on this Thursday night clash at the Parochial Hall they scored a record victory over Midleton in the league. Glanmire started with L. Wyse, E. O’Mahony, A. Moynihan, H. Herlihy and S. Fahy and, having conceded the first score, went on a 22-1 run to pull away. L. Wyse and H. Herlihy were the first on the scoreboard before an E. O’Mahony-S. Fahy-L. Wyse interchange resulted in another score. O’Mahony herself scored before Fahy went on a 6 point run. 6 further points from Wyse and 2 from O’Mahony brought the quarter to a close. R. Cotter, T. Barrett, L. Wilkinson, C. Gillen and L. Mullins did not want to be outdone and got off to a great start in the second quarter with two scores from Barrett and one from Wilkinson. However Wilkinson then landed awkwardly on the ankle that she had injured the previous week and had to retire from the game, meaning that the home team had to play with four players for almost the entire second quarter. These four players responded in style and in fact outscored their opponents 12-2 in the period to half-time thanks to great defense from Gillen and 4 points each from Mullins, Barrett and Cotter to close the half 40-6 ahead. 
Although the entire squad saw some action in the third quarter, it was a virtuoso display from L. Wyse that saw her scoring all of the team’s 14 points, which stood out. T. Barrett, C. Gillen, L. Mullins, E. O’Mahony and R. Cotter started the last quarter and during this time Barrett brought her personal tally to 12 with a further 6 points, E.
