The Glanmire U14A played the most important game of their short careers to date as they faced Meteors in the All Ireland final. This Glanmire team had been beaten by their impressive opponents at two invitational tournaments in Dublin over recent years and so were anxious to see how far they had advanced over the past 12 months. A Glanmire starting five consisting of L. Wilkinson, T. Barrett, L. Mullins, R. Cotter and L. Wyse started well and early scores from T. Barrett put them 4-2 ahead. However, although playing well, Glanmire were unable to shake their opponents and gave away some soft scores to go 6-8 behind. The mental strength of the girls was apparent however and they scored the next 3 baskets, through T. Barrett, L. Wyse and S. Kenny, to gain a 12-8 first quarter lead.

L. Mullins, S. Kenny, L. Wilkinson, T. Barrett and L. Wyse started the second quarter with both E. O’Mahony and H. Herlihy coming on to make major contributions. Although Meteors closed the gap to 12-9, L. Wyse responded with a score before the gap was again reduced to three (14-11). The next few minutes were to prove critical as Glanmire went on an 11-1 scoring run, with scores coming from Wyse (3 points), Wilkinson (6 points) and Kenny (2 points), to pull 25-12 ahead. However, despite additional scores from Wilkinson and Wyse, Meteors succeeded in narrowing the gap somewhat to 28-18 to leave everything to play for in the second half.
E. O’Mahony, T. Barrett, L. Wilkinson, L. Wyse and S. Kenny started the third quarter with R. Cotter coming on off the bench. The Glanmire defence stood up to great pressure from their taller opponents and pulled 34-20 ahead through Wyse, Barrett and Mullins and then matched Meteors almost score for score as Wilkinson, Kenny and Mullins brought the score to 40-27. All eight of the Glanmire squad made inspired contributions in a low-scoring final quarter during which Meteors temporarily reduced the gap to 10. This was to be as close as Meteors got during the quarter as Glanmire restored their 13 point lead which they maintained until the end to record a 46-33 victory to take the All-Ireland title amid scenes of great excitement among the vocal Glanmire supporters.

The Glanmire U14 team had an early 9.30 start against hosts Mohill in the All Ireland U14 club championship. Glanmire again started with L. Wyse, R. Cotter, L. Mullins, L. Wilkinson and T. Barrett and got off to a quick start with two scores from L. Wilkinson, the second after a rebound by R. Cotter. Wilkinson, T. Barrett, L. Wyse (3 points) and E. O’Mahony (4 points) added to this tally to give Glanmire a 12-5 lead despite the best efforts of a Mohill team shouted on by a large local following. H. Herlihy, E. O’Mahony, L. Wilkinson, S. Kenny and L. Wyse started the second quarter and kept the pressure on as L. Wyse added three baskets, one after a great run by H. Herlihy, to give a 18-5 lead. However Mohill hit back with 3 baskets of their own to bring the gap back to 6 (18-11) at half time.

Glanmire started the second half in determined mood and quick-fire scores from Wyse and Wilkinson got them to 26-11 ahead. L. Mullins (4 points) and H. Herlihy (2 points) added to this total as Glanmire finally took a commanding 31-15 lead by the end of the third quarter. There was to be no way back for Mohill as final scores from E. O’Mahony, S. Kenny and L. Wyse wrapped up a 41-21 victory and a place in the final to be held later in the day.

Glanmire started with L. Wyse, R. Cotter, L. Mullins, L. Wilkinson and T. Barrett but again used the whole squad throughout the match. L. Mullins started off brilliantly with an early basket, added another point after drawing a foul and then scored again to give Glanmire an early 5-0 lead. L. Wilkinson added to this tally with a score and then a second after stealing the ball to give a 9-2 lead at the end of the first quarter. The Glanmire U14 team made the long trip to Mohill, Co. Leitrim on Friday 16th April to compete in the 12-team All-Ireland U14 Championship over the next two days. The 12 teams were divided into 4 pools of three each with the winners of each pool on Saturday proceeding to the Division I semi-finals on Sunday. The Glanmire girls were drawn against Athlone and Killinkeere (Cavan) and played Athlone first at 2.00.
While Glanmire started with L. Wyse, R. Cotter, L. Mullins, T. Barrett and L. Wilkinson, all of the panel saw action during a first quarter during which the team built up a 12-0 lead. R. Cotter got the team off the mark and L. Wyse, T. Barrett (x2) and L. Wilkinson (x2) all added scores. H. Herlihy, E. O’Mahony, R. Cotter, L. Wilkinson and L. Mullins started the second quarter but yet again everybody chipped in. S. Kenny and L. Wyse extended the lead to 16-0 before Athlone got their first points on the board. However Glanmire added additional scores through Wilkinson before a long pass from the same player put Barrett in to restore the 16 point lead (20-4) by half time.

The Glanmire U14A team suffered a heartbreaking loss to Ballincollig in this year’s Championship final. Frustratingly, it was the first occasion upon which the team has lost to the Ballincollig girls since the U13 Championship final last year.

As with all of their three defeats this season, much of the damage was done in the opening quarter. Glanmire started with L. Wise, R. Cotter, L. Mullins, L. Wilkinson and T. Barrett and an early three-pointer from Wilkinson put the team 3-2 ahead. S. Kenny and S. Fahy both came on and although scores from L. Wyse put the team 6-5 ahead, Ballincollig were to score the next 11 to leave the score at 6-16 before S. Fahy scored to reduce the gap somewhat to 9-16 at the end of the quarter.
L. Wise, L. Mullins, L. Wilkinson, T. Barrett and S. Fahy started the second quarter and scores from Wilkinson and 3 more from Kenny off the bench kept the gap to 7 (14-21).
